The export of energy technology and equipment is increasing more than exports of products in general
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Since 1996, exports of energy technology and equipment have almost tripled (they have increased by 195 per cent).  

As a whole, exports of products have increased by just over 80 per cent in the same period. The growth rate for the energy sector is significantly larger than for industry in general.

Energy technology/equipment and oil/gas competing for the lead in energy exports
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The two large areas in exports from the energy sector are energy equipment, where exports in 2005 made up just under DKK 40 billion, and oil/gas, where exports in 2005 made up just over DKK 40 billion.

Before 2000 energy equipment exports where by far the largest. After 2000, it has been a close race between oil/gas and energy equipment. 
Due to the increase in energy prices, oil/gas exports are expected to exceed energy equipment exports in 2006.

Denmark's share of energy exports is one of the largest in Europe and 50 per cent above the average for the EU-15 Member States
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A comparison of the EU-15 Member States' energy technology exports shows that Danish exports of technology and equipment, measured as a percentage of total exports, is one of the largest in Europe. It is only exceeded by exports from Italy. 

The Danish share is 50 per cent above the average EU-15.

EU-15 means the 15 EU Member States that formed the EU before the substantial enlargement of the EU in 2004. A comparison is made to these countries because comparable data is available from these countries.

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A comparison of the exports of energy technology and equipment as a percentage of total exports shows that Denmark is one of the leading countries.
Based on figures from 1996 (index 100), increases in Danish exports of energy technology and equipment have almost been double the increases of the EU-15.

From 1999 to 2004, the energy sector saw an average annual increase of 8.8 per cent, while industry in general saw an average annual increase of 7.5 per cent.

There is a change in the data in 1999; however this does not seem to have affected the figures as such.

In the last 12 years (from 1992 to 2004), revenues in the energy sector have almost tripled, corresponding to a 12 per cent annual increase. Industry in general has seen an annual increase of 9 %. The energy sector thus grew at a rate that is approximately 3 percentage points higher than that of industry in general. 

After 1998, the statistical foundation was changed. When this change in data is disregarded, the same pattern is seen, as the energy sector has had a total growth in revenues of approx. 32 per cent annually over the past 10 years. As a whole, industry has seen a 14 per cent annual increase in the same period.

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Trends in employment in the energy sector and industry in general have followed the same course since 1992. 

Because revenues in the energy sector have increased more than revenues in industry in general, there are greater increases in revenues per full-time employee in the energy sector than in industry in general.
